A The Water Management Act (M.G.L. c. 21G) became effective in
March 1986. The Act authorizes the Massachusetts Department of
Environmental ProtectionMassDEJPto regulate the quantity of
water withdrawn from both surface and groundwater supplies. The
purpose of these regulations (310 CMR 36.00) is to ensure
adequate water supplies for current and future water needs. The
Water Management Act (WMA) consists of a few key components,
Including a registration program and a permit program.

A Large water users had the ability to register their existing water
withdrawals based on their water use between 198385. The
registration program established the renewable right of previously
existing water withdrawals over 100,000 gallons per dgog) on
average, per river basin, between the years of 9885.MassDEP
Issued registration statements to document these registrations. The
last day to register was January 4, 1988.
